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1. The John Markie Memorial Bursary – NNEC has been invited to nominate one student 
for consideration for this award.  It is intended for a student who plans to pursue a 
teaching degree.  A complete application includes the following: 

• Letter of recommendation from a teacher outlining academic strengths and 
leadership skills 

• Official school transcript 
• Letter from the applicant detailing why you should be nominated for this award. 
 

The deadline for application is May 17th, 2010.  Anyone interested in being 
nominated for this award is asked to prepare the complete application and submit 
it to Student Services by May 10th, 2010. 

 
2. Tourism Scholarships – Several scholarships are available for students planning to enrol 

in recognized post-secondary programs in either Tourism or Culinary Arts.  Information 
and applications are available in Student Services.  All applications must be post-marked
